The Lord Comes

December 22nd In the Year of Our Lord 2019
(Unless otherwise noted, NAS text is quoted)

It is December 22nd In the Year of Our Lord 2019.  For those who are critically minded: I know, Dionysus the Little (470-544 A.D.) made a four-year miscalculation when (under the authority of the State and Church) he changed the calendar system for the Roman empire. The year is really 2023 or as forward as 2025. I know, no one wanted to be older than they are, but they are. No, not really; I mean, relax, if the calendar is advanced then so is your birth year. 
When determining the date of the birth of Christ, Dionysious Exiguus forgot that Caesar Augustus had ruled under the name of Octavian for four years, and thus made a four-year error.

Dionysius Exiguus (Dennis the Little) was a Scythian monk and prominent scholar who lived in Rome and who had access to the state and church archives including many records now lost to us. It is true that Julius Caesar's grandnephew Octavian ruled as part of a triumvirate under his own name for four years, and was not proclaimed emperor Caesar Augustus until after he defeated the combined forces of Antony and Cleopatra at the naval battle of Actium in September, 31 B.C., but this was common knowledge. Schoolboys were expected to know the story, and a prominent historian working in Rome would not have made such a simple blunder.

Dionysius carefully selected the year we would call I B.C. for the birth of Christ, and set the date at December 25th as was customary in his time, and commenced the Christian Era with January 1, 1 A.D. (six days later) to agree with the stars of the ordinary Roman year, and was probably not far from the mark.

Just think if you were in Jerusalem, Judea 2000 years ago and were a Jew waiting for the long-anticipated Messiah. Your whole life you had witnessed your homeland occupied by pagan Roman oppressors. You would have been told through the TaNaK, which stands for Tora, Nevi'im and Ketuvim – (The Law, The Prophets and the Writings) that the Messiah would come one day. After all, God sent Moses and David and the host of other leaders in Hebrew history to deliver the people from their oppressors. 
TaNaK (Hebrew: תנ״ך), or Tanakh, is an acronym for the Hebrew Bible consisting of the initial Hebrew letters (T + N + K) of each of the text's three major parts. Since the ancient Hebrew language had no clear vowels, subsequent vowel sounds were added to the consonants resulting in the word TaNaK. The major portions of the Hebrew Bible represented by these three letters are:

Torah (תורה) meaning "Instruction" or "Law." Also called the Chumash חומש meaning: "The five"; "The five books of Moses." Also called the "Pentateuch." The Torah is often referred to as the law of the Jewish people.

Nevi'im (נביאים) meaning "Prophets." This term is associated with anything to do with the prophets.

Ketuvim (כתובים) meaning "Writings." This part of the Tanakh is further separated into different sections including a group of history books, wisdom books, poetry books and psalms.


As a genetic Hebrew, you would have practiced your faith in the Temple in Jerusalem keeping all the holy days which included weekly prayers on the Sabbath. Your life was consumed with oversight from the Temple priest including the Sanhedrin, Sadducees, Scribes and Pharisees. 

 The Temple mount that King Herod had expanded to be one of the wonders of the world was an impressive monument to God for the people of the covenant to witness everyday of their lives. Year after year, the animal sacrifices and the day of atonement took place. Except for a few gaps in history, from the time of Moses, 1,500 years prior to your life, the Hebrews had been sacrificing animals to God. 
Exodus 29:38 "Now this is what you shall offer on the altar: two one year old lambs each day, continuously. 
Numbers 28:3 "You shall say to them, This is the offering by fire which you shall offer to the LORD: two male lambs one year old without defect as a continual burnt offering every day.  
1 Chronicles 16:40 to offer burnt offerings to the LORD on the altar of burnt offering continually morning and evening, even according to all that is written in the law of the LORD, which He commanded Israel.  


Through the sacrificed animals, atonement was made. This is what made you and kept you in a right relationship with God. The priest overseeing the sacrifices in the Temple were following the Mosaic Law detailed in Numbers and 1 Chronicles. These sacrificial instructions were given 1,500 years prior to your life. Other than the time of the Babylonian captivity (597 to 516 B.C.) and for about three years during the Greek oppression (168-165 B.C.), these sacrifices took place. They stopped in 70 A.D. with the destruction of the Temple by the Romans. It is of note that after the Greek interference with the Temple system from 168 to 165 B.C. there was a rededication of the Temple and the animal sacrifice system called Hanukkah. 

It is ingrained in your spiritual psyche that the Greek ruler, Antiochus IV Epiphanes, had previously outlawed the Jewish religion and ordered the Jews to worship Greek gods. In 168 B.C., he ordered his soldiers to Jerusalem, slaughtering thousands of people, desecrating the Temple by erecting an altar to Zeus and sacrificing pigs within its sacred walls. The cleansing of the Temple and reinstituting the biblical sacrifice system celebration begins on the 25th of Kislev (Hebrew calendar) usually in November or December. The celebration is also called the Festival of Lights.

 Here, and beginning on page 17, are Scriptures detailing God’s intent of the Law and animal sacrifice system which points to the grace of God in application to remove sin. However, it was not the actual spilling of the animal’s blood or any sacrifice that removed sin. It was a change in the heart of the person offering the sacrifice that actually removed sin. (See list of Scripture citations at end of sermon notes: “You Have Not Desired.”)
Psalm 40:6 Sacrifice and meal offering You have not desired; My ears You have opened; Burnt offering and sin offering You have not required.  

Hebrews 10:1-12

1 For the Law, since it has only a shadow of the good things to come and not the very form of things, can never, by the same sacrifices which they offer continually year by year, make perfect those who draw near.

 2 Otherwise, would they not have ceased to be offered, because the worshipers, having once been cleansed, would no longer have had consciousness of sins?

 3 But in those sacrifices there is a reminder of sins year by year.

 4 For it is impossible for the blood of bulls and goats to take away sins.

 5 Therefore, when He comes into the world, He says, "SACRIFICE AND OFFERING YOU HAVE NOT DESIRED, BUT A BODY YOU HAVE PREPARED FOR ME;

 6 IN WHOLE BURNT OFFERINGS AND sacrifices FOR SIN YOU HAVE TAKEN NO PLEASURE.

 7 "THEN I SAID, 'BEHOLD, I HAVE COME (IN THE SCROLL OF THE BOOK IT IS WRITTEN OF ME) TO DO YOUR WILL, O GOD.'"

 8 After saying above, "SACRIFICES AND OFFERINGS AND WHOLE BURNT OFFERINGS AND sacrifices FOR SIN YOU HAVE NOT DESIRED, NOR HAVE YOU TAKEN PLEASURE in them" (which are offered according to the Law),

 9 then He said, "BEHOLD, I HAVE COME TO DO YOUR WILL." He takes away the first in order to establish the second.

 10 By this will we have been sanctified through the offering of the body of Jesus Christ once for all.

 11 Every priest stands daily ministering and offering time after time the same sacrifices, which can never take away sins;

 12 but He, having offered one sacrifice for sins for all time, SAT DOWN AT THE RIGHT HAND OF GOD,

Leviticus 16:21 "Then Aaron shall lay both of his hands on the head of the live goat, and confess over it all the iniquities of the sons of Israel and all their transgressions in regard to all their sins; and he shall lay them on the head of the goat and send it away into the wilderness by the hand of a man who stands in readiness.  

Leviticus 16:34 "Now you shall have this as a permanent statute, to make atonement for the sons of Israel for all their sins once every year." And just as the LORD had commanded Moses, so he did.  


The Temple was the number one presence in your life that gave you justification for living. Your life was seriously focused being preceded by 1,500 years of religious legal traditions from Moses. Prior to Moses, God’s covenant with Abraham, dating to 2,000 years before you lived, stood before Moses as a witness to the origins of God’s covenant with His people, the Hebrews, of which you are one. You knew the blood running through your veins was covenant-blood that only one people group in the whole world possessed. 


During your life, as in previous generations, you anticipated the Messiah. You most likely knew the words of God’s prophet Isaiah who lived over 700 years prior to you being born. 

Isaiah 9:6 For a child will be born to us, a son will be given to us; And the government will rest on His shoulders; And His name will be called Wonderful Counselor, Mighty God, Eternal Father, Prince of Peace.  


So, as a Hebrew person living in Jerusalem, if you were to have heard that an angel came to a man and told him that his wife-to-be was going to deliver a son named Immanuel, it would have been news, but news that would have been understood as a possibility. 
You were raised to know the Scriptures. You, your father and mother, knew without a doubt that one day God would send a Deliverer like Moses, the Son of David from the blood line of Abraham to win a victory over the Roman occupiers. You had read from God’s prophet Isaiah:
Isaiah 7:14 Therefore, the Lord Himself will give you a sign: Behold, a virgin will be with child and bear a son, and she will call His name Immanuel.
Isaiah 8:10 "Devise a plan, but it will be thwarted; State a proposal, but it will not stand, For God is with us."  

Isaiah 9:6 For a child will be born to us, a son will be given to us; And the government will rest on His shoulders; And His name will be called Wonderful Counselor, Mighty God, Eternal Father, Prince of Peace. 7 There will be no end to the increase of His government or of peace, On the throne of David and over his kingdom, To establish it and to uphold it with justice and righteousness From then on and forevermore. The zeal of the LORD of hosts will accomplish this.  

Zechariah 9:9 Rejoice greatly, O daughter of Zion! Shout in triumph, O daughter of Jerusalem! Behold, your king is coming to you; He is just and endowed with salvation, Humble, and mounted on a donkey, Even on a colt, the foal of a donkey.  

This prophecy was repeated in the Gospel book of Matthew. 

Matthew 1:23 "BEHOLD, THE VIRGIN SHALL BE WITH CHILD AND SHALL BEAR A SON, AND THEY SHALL CALL HIS NAME IMMANUEL," which translated means, "GOD WITH US."  

Matthew 1:1 begins a detail account of the genealogy line through Joseph’s blood line. “The record of the genealogy of Jesus the Messiah, the son of David, the son of Abraham:” The list continues to verse 16-25. 

16 Jacob was the father of Joseph the husband of Mary, 

by whom Jesus was born, who is called the Messiah.

 17 So all the generations from Abraham to David are fourteen generations;

 from David to the deportation to Babylon, fourteen generations; 

and from the deportation to Babylon to the Messiah, fourteen generations.

 18 Now the birth of Jesus Christ was as follows: 
when His mother Mary had been betrothed to Joseph, before they came together, 
she was found to be with child by the Holy Spirit.

 19 And Joseph her husband, being a righteous man and not wanting to disgrace her, planned to send her away secretly.

 20 But when he had considered this, behold, an angel of the Lord appeared to him in a dream, saying, 

"Joseph, son of David, do not be afraid to take Mary as your wife; for the Child who has been conceived in her is of the Holy Spirit.

 21 "She will bear a Son; and you shall call His name Jesus, for He will save His people from their sins."

 22 Now all this took place to fulfill what was spoken by the Lord through the prophet:

 23 "BEHOLD, THE VIRGIN SHALL BE WITH CHILD AND SHALL BEAR A SON, AND THEY SHALL CALL HIS NAME IMMANUEL," which translated means, "GOD WITH US."

 24 And Joseph awoke from his sleep and did as the angel of the Lord commanded him, and took Mary as his wife,

 25 but kept her a virgin until she gave birth to a Son; and he called His name Jesus.  

There is another genealogy list in Luke 3 that accounts for the blood line of Mary steaming from David through David’s son, Nathan. These two genealogies support the prophecy that the Messiah shall be related to King David (Isaiah 9:7, 32:1; Jeremiah 23:5) from the root of Jesse (Isaiah 11:1-5, 10).


 The undeniable fact is that Jesus lived and died. Today, even the most atheistic scholars agree that a man named Jesus was born into this world, grew-up in Judea, was a teacher who had a following, was arrested, tried, and sent to a Cross to die. They also agree that Jesus did in fact die on the Cross. They obviously do not find any scientific evidence that Jesus was resurrected and walked from a tomb. However, they agree that the Disciples “believed” they witnessed Jesus in a Resurrected state who had talked to them. That Jesus gave them commands to go into the world and teach people what He had taught them. This is evident in the fact that all of them, except Judas and John, died a martyr’s death for carrying-out the resurrected Jesus’ commission. There are many sources outside the biblical witness to the life of Jesus. 

Jewish (Josephus 37-100 A.D.

Babylonian Talmud compiled 70 -500 A.D.) 
Roman (Tacitus 56- 120 A.D., Pliny the Younger 61-113 A.D.

Greek writer name Lucian 125-190 A.D.) 
These are all first century sources that provide factual witnesses to the life of Jesus.

Messianic Prophecy - What Are the Odds of Fulfillment Without God?
Messianic Prophecy is so powerful because of the statistical odds that one man would fulfill every single one of them. If we just analyze seven of the more specific prophecies in the Old Testament, that were later fulfilled in the Person of Jesus Christ, we are stunned by the statistical impossibility of such an historical reality. As an illustration, we have inserted some conservative "odds" alongside seven established prophecies. Please feel free to propose your own prophecies and your own odds - the dramatic point will still be made!
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Messianic Prophecy - The Challenge
Messianic prophecy is phenomenal evidence that sets the Bible apart from the other "holy books." We strongly encourage you to read the Old Testament prophecies and the New Testament fulfillments on the previous page. Better yet, get a Jewish Tanakh (the Hebrew scripture read in the Jewish synagogues) and read the Messianic prophecies from there. It is dramatic, eye-opening and potentially life-changing!
Messianic Prophecy: What Is It?
Messianic prophecy is the collection of over 100 predictions (a conservative estimate) in the Old Testament about the future Messiah of the Jewish people. These predictions were written by multiple authors, in numerous books, over approximately 1,000 years. Messianic Prophecy is so dramatic today, because with the discovery of the Dead Sea Scrolls and the reliability of the Septuagint version of the Old Testament (both of which have been proven to exist prior to the time Jesus walked on the earth) you can be assured that these prophecies were not “conspired” after-the-fact.

Messianic Prophecy: Fulfillment by Jesus Christ
Messianic prophecy was fulfilled by the Messiah, Jesus Christ. Although many Jews did not accept Jesus as their Messiah, many did, and they became the Jewish sect later known as the Christians. Christianity, based in dramatic part on the fulfillment of historical prophecy, spread rapidly throughout the Roman Empire of the 1st Century. Examine the prophecies yourself, and calculate the probability of one man fulfilling just a handful of the most specific ones, and you’ll be amazed.
“Jesus said to them, ‘This is what I told you while I was still with you: Everything must be fulfilled that is written about me in the Law of Moses, the Prophets and the Psalms.’” Luke 24:44 (NIV)

Old Testament “You Have Not Desired”
Psalm 51:16 For You do not delight in sacrifice, otherwise I would give it; You are not pleased with burnt offering.  17 The sacrifices of God are a broken spirit; A broken and a contrite heart, O God, You will not despise.  

Proverbs 21:3 To do righteousness and justice Is desired by the LORD more than sacrifice.  

1 Samuel 15:22 Samuel said, "Has the LORD as much delight in burnt offerings and sacrifices As in obeying the voice of the LORD? Behold, to obey is better than sacrifice, And to heed than the fat of rams.  

Hosea 6:6 For I delight in loyalty rather than sacrifice, And in the knowledge of God rather than burnt offerings.  

Amos 5:21 "I hate, I reject your festivals, Nor do I delight in your solemn assemblies.  22 "Even though you offer up to Me burnt offerings and your grain offerings, I will not accept them; And I will not even look at the peace offerings of your fatlings.  

 Micah 6:6 With what shall I come to the LORD And bow myself before the God on high? Shall I come to Him with burnt offerings, With yearling calves?  7 Does the LORD take delight in thousands of rams, In ten thousand rivers of oil? Shall I present my firstborn for my rebellious acts, The fruit of my body for the sin of my soul?  8 He has told you, O man, what is good; And what does the LORD require of you But to do justice, to love kindness, And to walk humbly with your God? 

 Isaiah 1:11 "What are your multiplied sacrifices to Me?" Says the LORD. "I have had enough of burnt offerings of rams And the fat of fed cattle; And I take no pleasure in the blood of bulls, lambs or goats.  

 Isaiah 66:3 "But he who kills an ox is like one who slays a man; He who sacrifices a lamb is like the one who breaks a dog's neck; He who offers a grain offering is like one who offers swine's blood; He who burns incense is like the one who blesses an idol. As they have chosen their own ways, And their soul delights in their abominations,  

Jeremiah 6:20 "For what purpose does frankincense come to Me from Sheba And the sweet cane from a distant land? Your burnt offerings are not acceptable And your sacrifices are not pleasing to Me."  

Jeremiah 7:21 Thus says the LORD of hosts, the God of Israel, "Add your burnt offerings to your sacrifices and eat flesh.  22 "For I did not speak to your fathers, or command them in the day that I brought them out of the land of Egypt, concerning burnt offerings and sacrifices.  23 "But this is what I commanded them, saying, Obey My voice, and I will be your God, and you will be My people; and you will walk in all the way which I command you, that it may be well with you.  

New Testament
Matthew 9:13 "But go and learn what this means: I DESIRE COMPASSION, AND NOT SACRIFICE, for I did not come to call the righteous, but sinners."  

Matthew 12:7 "But if you had known what this means, I DESIRE COMPASSION, AND NOT A SACRIFICE, you would not have condemned the innocent.  

Hebrews 9:9 which is a symbol for the present time. Accordingly both gifts and sacrifices are offered which cannot make the worshiper perfect in conscience,  

Hebrews 10:5 Therefore, when He comes into the world, He says, "SACRIFICE AND OFFERING YOU HAVE NOT DESIRED, BUT A BODY YOU HAVE PREPARED FOR ME;  

Galatians 3:11 and 17-29

11 Now that no one is justified by the Law before God is evident; for, "THE RIGHTEOUS MAN SHALL LIVE BY FAITH."  
17 What I am saying is this: the Law, which came four hundred and thirty years later, does not invalidate a covenant previously ratified by God, so as to nullify the promise.

 18 For if the inheritance is based on law, it is no longer based on a promise; but God has granted it to Abraham by means of a promise.

 19 Why the Law then? It was added because of transgressions, having been ordained through angels by the agency of a mediator, until the seed would come to whom the promise had been made.

 20 Now a mediator is not for one party only; whereas God is only one.

 21 Is the Law then contrary to the promises of God? May it never be! For if a law had been given which was able to impart life, then righteousness would indeed have been based on law.

 22 But the Scripture has shut up everyone under sin, so that the promise by faith in Jesus Christ might be given to those who believe.

 23 But before faith came, we were kept in custody under the law, being shut up to the faith which was later to be revealed.

 24 Therefore the Law has become our tutor to lead us to Christ, so that we may be justified by faith.

 25 But now that faith has come, we are no longer under a tutor.

 26 For you are all sons of God through faith in Christ Jesus.

 27 For all of you who were baptized into Christ have clothed yourselves with Christ.

 28 There is neither Jew nor Greek, there is neither slave nor free man, there is neither male nor female; for you are all one in Christ Jesus.

 29 And if you belong to Christ, then you are Abraham's descendants, heirs according to promise.

  John 3:16 "For God so loved the world, that He gave His only begotten Son, that whoever believes in Him shall not perish, but have eternal life.

 17 "For God did not send the Son into the world to judge the world,
 but that the world might be saved through Him. [purpose of incarnation]
 18 "He who believes in Him is not judged;

he who does not believe has been judged already, 
because he has not believed in the name of the only begotten Son of God.
 19 "This is the judgment, that the Light has come into the world, 
and men loved the darkness rather than the Light, for their deeds were evil.
